Bajoran Religion

The Bajoran wormholeis considered the

home of the Celestial Prophets, and some
religious leaders have fought to keep any

scientific interpretation of this phenomena

out of Bajoran teachings. Receiving safe
passage through the wormhol e is consid-
ered the work of the Prophets, rather than
the result of skilled navigation. The Nine
Orbs, or Tears of the Prophets, are also a
subject of much debate. Believed to be
giftsfrom the Prophets to Bajorans, they
were gjected from the wormhole. Eight of
the Orbs were stolen by Cardassia during
the Occupation.

The Glorious Klingon Empire was
foundered by Kahless the Unforget-
table who first united the Klingon
people by killing the evil tyrant,
Molor.

The Klingon Empire has had a col-
ourful and volient history with many
conflicts such as the battke if Tong
Vey in which the Ancient Emperor
Sompek ordered the destruction of
an entire city. By 2069, the empire
was controlled by the High Council,
which had grown so powerful that
no emperor headed the empire
from that year until the ascension of
the second Kahless in 2369.

First Contact with Federation took
place in 2218 and was a disastrous
event that led to nearly a century of
hostilites between the two powers.
In 2267 negiotations with the Fed-
eration were on the edge of break-
ing down, this was due to an ultima-
tium issued to the Federation to
withdraw from area claimed by both
the Empire and the Federation or

face war. The Hositiles came to a
head at a planet called Organia
where a peace treaty was forced
upon us by the Organians.

A brief Alliance was entered into
with the Romulans around 2268
which resulted in some sharing of
military technology and spacecraft
designs.

Early Talks with the Federation took
place in 2289 at the Korvat Colony,
Although no major breakthough re-
sulted, some small progress was
made when the Federation negotia-
tor earned the respect of the his
Klingon counterparts. Tribbles are
considered an ecological menace in
the 23rd century. In the latter part of
the 23rd century Klingon warriors
were sent out to find the Tribble
homeworld and before the end of
the 23rd century a Klingon armada
destroyed the Tribble homeworld
and tribbles were eradicated.
